Foundation grant in 1972 initiated by Mary Moody Northen. The grant funded
the restoration and repurposing of the Santa Fe Building, now known as Shearn Moody Plaza. Situated on
5 acres of railyard, the station was once a thriving, operating depot that served major railroad companies
including Union Pacific, Santa Fe Railroad, and Southern Pacific Railroad, who transported merchandise to
and from the Galveston Wharves to various locations across the United States. Opening to the public in
1982 as the Galveston Railroad Museum,
