Pastor Steve Tan grew up in Malaysia and came to faith in Christ at the age of 13. In the fall of
1991, he moved to Wichita, Kansas, to attend the state university there, where he earned a
Bachelor’s degree in Mechanical Engineering and a Master’s degree in Electrical Engineering.
After graduating in 1998, he moved to Kansas City and found a job as a software engineer. At
Emmanuel Chinese Baptist Church in Kansas City, he met his wife, Mandy Hu, and they were
married in 2000.

In 2001, responding to the Lord’s call, he began studying part-time at Midwestern Baptist
Theological Seminary. In 2006, he decided to become a full-time seminary student. But by God’s
grace, the church was willing to call him to serve as a minister. Later, in 2008, he completed his
Master’s degree in Biblical Languages at the seminary. In the fall of 2009, he was ordained and
became the church’s assistant pastor.

Since 2006, Pastor Tan has regularly preached in English and Chinese congregations. In 2007, he
began serving in the church’s youth ministry and continued until 2016. In June 2016, he began
preaching in the Cantonese congregation and took responsibility for the Cantonese fellowship
ministry. In August 2018, Pastor Tan was called by the church to serve as the senior pastor, a role
he holds to this day.

Since 2007, Pastor Tan has been a regular speaker at the youth camps in June and the winter
youth conferences in December hosted by Christian Witness Center. Between 2017 and 2023, he
also taught courses in the Chinese department of Midwestern Baptist Theological Seminary,
including Old Testament Survey, Hermeneutics, and Hebrew. In the fall of 2022, Pastor Tan
became a board member of the US-Canada Chinese Baptist Fellowship, and in 2024, he was
appointed as the secretary. In July 2025, Pastor Tan will continue pursuing a Doctor of Ministry
degree at Gateway Seminary in California, hoping to graduate in 2027.

God has blessed Pastor Tan and Mandy with three children: Joseph, Benjamin, and Ruth. He
enjoys serving alongside young people and has a deep passion for second-generation ministry in
the Chinese church. He is one of the liaisons for the second-generation ministry of the
US-Canada Chinese Baptist Fellowship. He loves working out in the gym and staying active. He
also enjoys music and has served as a pianist in the church. He loves talking with seekers about
the Christian faith, teaching believers God’s Word, helping others understand and apply
Scripture, and training them to grow spiritually and build the church together to fulfill the Great
